From the Desk of the Director

Transforming a Generation
Dear Friends,

| always admired my Grandfather who had all of an 8" grade
formal education but became a successful general contractor in life.
He was born in 1898. After doing a little bit of research, | discovered
that it was not unusual however for his generation to finish their
education at the 8" grade level. In fact the American high school
graduation rate in 1910 for the entire country was a mere 9%. Why?
Secondary schools were not common and therefore not accessible to most of the
population. The ensuing ‘high school movement’ over the next several decades
changed America and transformed successive generations by opening up educational
opportunities to the masses. Today, our national high school graduation rate is just
above 80%.

A century after my Grandfather's era, post-secondary educational attainment is the
new challenge particularly for lower income students. A mere 9% of young adults from
the lowest income brackets have attained a bachelor’s degree (as of 2013 data). While
income inequality plagues our country, it is well documented that the lifetime earning
potential of a college graduate is more than $1 million higher than that of a high school
graduate.

At Branches we are working to transform a generation of impoverished students by
creating opportunities for post-secondary success. We have recently launched the
Climb to College & Career initiative aimed to prepare and eqU|p youth to succeed in
their chosen educational path beyond high school. From 8" through 12 grade,
Branches students are engaged in life skills workshops, college tours, test preparation
sessions, academic tutoring, a mentor relationship and ultimately are able to qualify for
a Branches scholarship.

For many years, Branches’ Grow and Climb programs have scaled with double digit
enrollment increases. Across four program sites, we now serve 400 students each day
and still growing. We currently have 24 students in college and these numbers will
grow exponentially as we graduate ever more students from high school.

While 100% of our students graduate from high school, our bigger goal is that they
succeed in their post-secondary educational plans and graduate from college. As
former students have graduated, they have shared with us that it not only changes
their lives but it also changes their families. Siblings are more likely to follow in their
footsteps. Parents are encouraged and more
hopeful about the future. Together they have ¥
achieved a new found stability thanks to the g
opportunities provided by Branches.

VITA In Full Effect

Branches is proud to once again be the Miami-Dade County lead agency for the Volunteer Income

Tax Assistance (VITA) Program which offers free tax help to people who earn approximately $54,000
annually or less and need assistance in preparing their own tax returns. IRS-certified volunteers provide free
& basic income tax return preparation with electronic filing. Our

| volunteers and staff can help filers check if they qualify for special
B tax credits such as the Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) among
others About 80% of individuals living in Miami-Dade qualify for

Branches is currently working with 24 local VITA partners
and operating 52 tax prep sites across the county. We are offering
B 50% more sites this year and project to reach 9,600 total tax
returns filed for our community which will mean over $11 million in
refunds, a third of which are EITC.
Hundreds of volunteer filers as well as staff have assisted
with amendments and advocacy, such as victims of identity theft,
predatory tax preparers, etc. In addition, thousands have assisted
